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Editorial: Witnesses Required

Dear Friends and Benefactors,

"Thisis my lag hour of life ligen to me
attentively: if | have held communication
with foreigners it has been for my religion
and for my God. It is for Him that | die
My immortal life is on the point of begin-
ning. Become Chrigtians if you wish to be
happy after death, because God has eternal
chagisements in dore for those who have

refused to know Him."

These were the last words of the first
Korean priest and the first Korean Saint,
S. Andrew Kim, who died a 25 years
old, amere 13 months after hisordination
and in fact after only 4 months of proper
apostolate in his native country. Hismar-
tyrdom took place on 16th Sgptember,
1846, three days before the Queen of
Martyrs gppeared in La Sdette, France,
caling for apostles of the Latter Days, and
announcing aterrible crisis of Faith.

Aswe are gpproaching another sad day
in the history of the Church, Assisi IlI, it
is quite useful to recall this ‘noble army of

martyrs,” honoured by Holy Mother

St. Andrew Kim S.J. (1821-1846) wasthe

firg native Korean Catholic Prie Martyr.

Church every day in her Martyrology. It is
their blood, shed for the faith, that has
watered the labour of countless apostles
and missionaries in most countries. The
blood of martyrs is a seed of Chrigians
(Tertulian). . Andrew Kim was in per-
fect unity of doctrine and life with
S. Augustine who preached this:

We, who want to rejoice with
the Saints, do not want to share with
them the persecution of the world!
Whosoever will not imitate the holy
martyrs, as far as lies in him, such a
one cannot attain unto the blessed-
ness. Thus preached the Apostle Paul,
when he said ‘If you are partakers of
the suffering: so shall you be aso of
the consolation.” (2 Cor.1:7.)

(Sermon 47 on the Saints)

On his part, &. Thomas, who is the
Common Doctor of the Church, teaches
the following in his Summa Theol ogica:

Martyrs are so cdled as being
witnesses, because by suffering in
body unto death they bear witness to
the truth; not indeed to any truth, but
to the truth which is in accordance
with godliness, and was made known
to us by Christ: wherefore Christ's
martyrs are His witnesses. Now this
truth is the truth of faith. Wherefore
the cause of al martyrdom isthe truth
of faith. But the truth of faith includes
not only inward belief, but aso out-
ward professon, which is expressed
not only by words, whereby one con-
fesses the faith, but aso by deeds,
whereby a person shows that he has
faith, according to James 2:18, ‘T will
show thee, by works, my faith’
Hence it is written of certain people
(Titus 1:16): “They profess that they
know God but in their works they
deny Him.” (2a2ae,q124, a5)

How far have we gone from the hero-
ism of these men, women and children
whose lives punctuate the history of the
last 2,000 years since the birth of our
blessed Lord! They who preferred to shed
their blood, to lose their lives, rather than
compromise a single iota of the fath! |
think here of the 88 Blessed Martyrs of
Avrillé, France, martyred during the
French Revolution, for various reasons of
Faith,
attendance a the Mass — the traditiona
mass, mind you — said by the priests who

including the simple non-

pledged adlegiance to the Revolution
(prétresjureurs)! They are now beatified,
and therefore given as example! To die
rather than compromise!

It is extremely hard, or if not smply
impossible, to try to justify the Holy Fa-
ther renewing the scanda of the meeting
of religions in Assis, on the occasion of
the 25th anniversary of the first of such
meetings. As Fr. De Cacqueray, the SSPX
French District Superior,

wrote:

How could [a non-Catholic] not
interpret in a relaivist sense the
Pope’s explicit invitation to practice

one’s own religion as well as possible?:

T shall go as a pilgrim to the
town of &.

We cannot remain silent. &. Thomas
teaches:

In cases of necessity, where faith
is in danger, everyone is bound to
proclaim his faith to others, either to
give good example and encourage-
ment to the rest of the faithful, or to
check the attacks of unbelievers.

And, he added:

...if there is hope of profit to the
faith, or if there be urgency, a man
should disregard the disturbance of
unbelievers, and confess his faith in
public. Hence it iswritten (Mt 15:12)
that when the disciples had said to
Our Lord that ‘the Pharisee, when
they heard this word, were scanda-
ized,” He answered: ‘Let them alone,
they are blind, and leaders of the
blind.” (Summa Theologica 2a2ae, q3,
a2, ad 2m & 3m)

Let me give one more quote, some-
what long but certainly prophetic, this
one of &. Pius X, who would have wept
had he known that some of his successors
would be the artisans of what he clearly
saw being prepared by the secret socie-
tiess. He wrote on the feast of king

S. LouisIX in 1910:

..granger gill, aarming and
saddening at the same time, are the
audacity and frivolity of men who call
themselves Catholics and dream of re-
shaping society under such conditions,
and of establishing on earth, over and
beyond the pade of the Catholic
Church, ‘the reign of love and justice’

with workers coming from every-
where, of dl religions and of no relig-
ion, with or without beliefs, so long
asthey forego what might divide them
- their religious and philosophical con-
victions, and so long as they share
what unites them - a ‘generous ideal-
isn and mora forces drawn from

whence they can.’

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When we consider the forces,

What are they going to produce?
What isto come of this collaboration?

A mere verba and chimerica con-
struction in which we shall see, glow-
ing in ajumble, and in seductive con-
fusion, the words Liberty, Justice,
Fraternity, Love, Equality, and human
exultation, all resting upon an ill-
understood human dignity [my
emphasis]. It will be a tumultuous
agitation, sterile for the end pro-
posed, but which will benefit the less
Utopian exploiters of the people. Yes,
we can truly say that the Sllon, its
eyes fixed on a chimera, brings Socia-
isminitstrain.

We fear that worse is to come:
the end result of this developing pro-
miscuousness, the beneficiary of this
cosmopolitan socia action, can only
be a Democracy which will be neither
Catholic, nor Protestant, nor Jewish.

It will be a religion (...) more univer-

sa than the Catholic Church, uniting
al men to become brothers and com-
rades at last in the ‘Kingdom of God’.
— “We do not work for the Church,

we work for mankind.’

Pope Pius XII, a the canonisation of
S. Pius X, on 21st May 1954, solemnly
stated that, ‘by exalting his servant,
God... has made Pius X today the provi-
dential saint for our time’. This was said a
mere eight years before Vatican Il started.
How inspired he was!

Let us continue to storm heaven with
our Rosary Crusade, since a this stage,
the Immaculate Heart of Mary aone can
save us.

Interview with Archbishop Lefebvre

THEUNCHANGING CHURCH vs THEUNCHANGING CRIS S

The interview printed below was given by His Lordship Archbishop Lefebvrein 1978 to a leading U.S Catholic news

paper (unknown), but was only printed in an abridged form ten years later on 18th July 1988 by ‘The Spotlight,’ a local

weekly paper in Washington D.C.. The interview is remarkable not only for its darity of expostion of the crissin the

Church over 30 years ago, but also because it illustrates how little has changed ever since. The crisisis the same and the

Society (yFSt. Pius X's opposition to it remains the same.

AT THECOUNCIL

You have debated and taken part in
the deliberations of the second council
of the Vatican, have you not?

Yes.

Did you not sign and agree to the
resolutions of this council ?

No. First of dl, | have not signed al
the documents of Vatican |l because of the
last two acts. The first, concerned with
"Religion and Freedom," | have not
signed. The other one, that of “The
Church in the Modern World”, I also have
not signed. This latter is in my opinion
the most oriented toward modernism and
liberaism.

Are you on record for not only not
signing the documents but also on re-
cord to publicly oppose them?

Yes. In abook, which | have published
in France, | accuse the council of error on
these resolutions, and | have given al the
documents by which | attack the position
of the council - principaly, the two reso-
lutions concerning the issues of religion
and freedom and "The Church in the
Modern World.”

Why were you against these de-
crees?

Because these two resolutions are in-
spired by libera ideology which former
popes described to us-that isto say, areli-
gious license as understood and promoted
by the Freemasons, the humanists, the
modernists and the liberas.

W hy do you object to them?

This ideology says that al the cultures
are equd; dl the religions are equd, tha
there is not a one and only true fath. All
this leads to the abuse and perversion of
freedom of thought. All these perversions
of freedom, which were condemned
throughout the centuries by al the popes,
have now been accepted by the council of
Vatican Il.

Who placed these particular resolu-
tionson the agenda?

| believe there were a number of car-
dinals assisted by theological experts who
were in agreement with liberd ideas.

Who, for example?

Cardinad (Augustine) Bea (a German
Jesuit), Cardina (Leo) Suenens (from

Belgium), Cardinal (Joseph) Frings (from
Germany), Cardind (Franz) Koenig (from
Austria). These persondlities had aready
gathered and discussed these resolutions
before the council and it was their precise
am to make a compromise with the secu-
lar world, to introduce Illuminist and
modernist ideasin the Church doctrines.

Were there any American cardinals
supporting these ideas and resolu-
tions?

| do not recdl their names a present,
but there were some. However, aleading
force in favour of these resolutions was
Father Murray.

Are you referring to Father John
Courtney Murray (an American Jes
uit) ?

Yes.

What part has he played?

He has played avery active part during
al the deliberations and drafting of these
documents.

Did you let the Pope (Paul VI)

know of your concern and disquiet re-
garding these resolutions?
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| have talked to the Pope. | have talked
to the council. | have made three public
interventions, two of which | have filed
with the secretariat. Therefore, there
were five interventions against these reso-
lutions of Vatican Il.

In fact, the opposition led against these
resolutions was such that the Pope at-
tempted to establish a commission with
the aim of reconciling the opposing par-
ties within the council. There were to be
three members, of which | was one.

W hen the liberal cardinaslearned that
my name was on this commission, they
went to see the Holy Father (the Pope)
and told him bluntly that they would not
accept this commission and that they
would not accept my presence on this
com- mission. The pressure on the Pope
was such that he gave up the idea.

| have done everything | could to stop
these resolutions which | judge contrary
and destructive to the Catholic faith. The
council was convened legitimately, but it
was for the purpose of putting al these
ideas through.

SUPPORTERS

Were there other cardinals sup-
porting you?

Yes. There was Cardina (Ernesto)
Ruffini (of Palermo), Cardina (Giuseppe)
Sri (of Genoa) and Cardind (Antonio)
Caggiano (of Buenos Aires).

Were there any bishops supporting
you?

Yes. Many bishops supported my
stand.

H ow many bishops?

There were in excess of 250 bishops.
They had even formed themselves into a
group for the purpose of defending the
true Catholic faith.

What happened to all of these sup-
porters?

Some are dead; some are dispersed
throughout the world; many still support
me in their hearts but are frightened to
lose the position, which they feel may be
useful a alater time.

Is anybody supporting you today
(1978) ?

Yes. For ingance, Bishop Pintinello
from Italy; Bishop Castro de Mayer from
Brazil. Many other bishops and cardinas
often contact me to express their support
but wish a this date to remain anony-
mous.

OPPOSERS

What about those bishops who are
not liberals but still oppose and criti-
cze you?

Their opposition is based on an inaccu-
rate understanding of obedience to the
Pope. It is, perhaps, a well-meant obedi-
ence, which could be traced to the ultra
montane obedience of the last century,
which in those days was good because the
popes were good. However, today, it isa
blind obedience, which has little to do
with a practice and acceptance of true
Catholic faith.

At this stage it is relevant to remind
Catholics al over the world that obedi-
ence to the Pope isnot aprimary virtue.

The hierarchy of virtues startswith the
three theological virtues of faith, hope and
charity followed by the four cardind vir-
tues of justice, temperance, prudence and
fortitude. Obedience is aderivative of the
cardinal virtue of justice. Therefore it is
far from ranking first in the hierarchy of
virtues.

Certain bishops do not wish to give
the dightest impression that they are op-
posed to the Holy Father. | understand
how they feel. It is evidently very un-
pleasant, if not very painful.

| certainly do not like to be in opposi-
tion to the Holy Father, but | have no

choice considering what is coming to us
from Rome at present, which isin opposi-
tion to the Catholic doctrine and is unac-
ceptable to Catholics.

THEPROBLEM : LIBERALS M

Do you suggest that the Holy Fa-
ther acceptsthese particular ideas?

Yes. He does. But it is not only the
Holy Father. It is a whole trend. | have
mentioned to you some of the cardinds
involved in these ideas. More than a cen-
tury ago, secret societies, //luminati, hu-
manist, modernist and others, of which
we have now al the texts and proofs,
were preparing for a Vatican council in
which they would infiltrate their own
ideas for ahumanist church.

Do you suggest that some cardinals
could have been members of such secret
societies?

Thisis not a very important matter at
this stage whether they are or not. W hat
is very important and grave is tha they,
for dl intents and purposes, act just as if
they were agents or servants of humanist
secret societies.

Do you suggest that these cardinals
could have taken up such ideas delib-
erately or were they given the wrong
information or were they duped or a
combination of all?

| think that humanist and libera ideas
spread throughout the 19th and 20th cen-
turies. These secular ideas were spread
everywhere, in government and churches
dike.

These ideas have penetrated into the
seminaries and throughout the Church.
And today the Church wakes up finding
itself in aliberd straitjacket.

Thisiswhy one meetslibera influence
that has penetrated al strata of secular life
during the last two centuries, right inside
the Church. Vatican Council Il was engi-
neered by liberdls; it wasalibera council;
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the Pope is a liberd and those who sur-
round him are liberals.

Are you suggesting that the Pope is a
libera even if he has never declared him-
self to be alibera ?

The Pope has never denied that he was
[aliberdl].

When did the Pope indicate that he
wasa liberal ?

The Pope stated on many occasions
that he was in favour of modernist ideas,
in favour of a compromise with the
world. In hisown words, it was necessary
to throw a bridge between the Church
and the secular world.'

The Pope said that it was necessary to
accept humanist ideas, that is was neces-
sary to discuss such ideas; that it was nec-
essary to have didogs. At this stage, it is
important to state that didogs are con-
trary to the doctrines of the Catholic
faith. Diaogs presuppose the coming to-
gether of two equal and opposing sides;
therefore, in no way could [didog] have
anything to do with the Catholic faith.

W e believe and accept our faith asthe
only true fath in the world. All this con-
fusion ends up in compromises, which
destroy the Church's doctrines, for the
misfortune of mankind and the Church
dike.

You have stated that you know the
reason for the dedline in church atten-
dance and lack of interest in the
Church today, which you reportedly
attributed to the resolutions of Vatican
I11. Isthat correct?

| would not say that [having no] Vati-
can Il would have prevented what is hap-
pening in the Church today. Modernist
ideas have penetrated everywhere for a
long time and that has not been good for
the Church. But the fact that some mem-
bers of the clergy have professed such
ideas, that isto say the ideas of perverted

freedom, in that case [Vatican Il consti-
tuteg] license.

The idea that al truths are equal, dl
religions are the same, consequently, al
the mordities are the same, that every-
body's conscience is equal, that everybody
can judge theologicaly what he can do -
these are realy humanist ideas — (the
idea) of total license with no discipline of
thought whatever which leads to the posi-
tion that anybody can do whatever he
likes. All of this is absolutely contrary to
our Catholic faith.

You have said that most of these
theological counsellors and experts
only pretend that they are represent-
ing the majority of the people, that in
fact the people are really not repre-
sented by these liberal theologians
Could you explain?

By 'mgjority of the people," | mean dll
the people who honestly work for a liv-
ing. | mean the people on the land, people
of common sense in contact with the red
world, the lasting world. These people
are the mgjority of the people, who prefer
traditions and order to chaos.

There is a movement of dl these peo-
ple throughout the world, who are slowly
codescing in tota oppostion to al the
changes that were made in their name, of
their religion.

These people of good will and good
sense have been so traumatized by these
dramatic changes that they are now reluc-
tant to attend church. When they go into
a modernist church, they do not meet
what is sacred-the mystical character of
the Church, al that which isrealy divine.

What leads to God is divine and they
no longer meet God in these churches.
Why should they come to a place where
God isabsent?

People perceive this very well and the
libera cardinds and their advisers have
seriously underestimated the loyaty of
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the mgjority to their true faith. How
(else) can you explain that as soon as we
open atraditional chapel or church, every
-body rushes in from everywhere? We
have standing room only. The Masses go
on al day to accommodate the faithful.

Why? Because they find once again
what they need: the sacred, the mystical,
the respect for the sacred.

For instance, you would see a the
arport different people coming to the
priests who were there to meet me, shak-
ing their hands - total strangers. Why?
Because where people find apriest, area
priest, a priest that behaves like a priest,
who dresses like a priest, they are at-
tracted to him immediately and follow
him.

This happens here in the United
Sates, it happens in Europe and every-
where in the world. People in the street
coming to greet a priest; they come to
congratulate him out of the blue and tell
him how glad they are to see ared priest,
to tell him how glad they are that there
are gtill some priests.

Do you suggest that cothes and
habit make a difference in the quality
of the priest?

Habits and clothing are, of course,
only a symbol, but it isto what this sym-
bol represents that people are attracted,
not, of course, the symbol itself.

THEMASS

Why do you appear to attach such
importance to the rituals of the Tri-
dentine Mass?

We certainly do not indst on rituds
just for the sake of rituds but merely as
symbol of our faith. In that context, we
do believe they are important. However,
it is the substance and not the rituas of
the Tridentine Mass that has been re-
moved.
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Could you be more specific?

The new Offertory prayers do not
express the Catholic notion of the sacri-
fice. They simply express the concept of a
mere parteking of bread and wine. For
instance, this Tridentine Mass addressed
to God the prayer: "Accept O Holy Fa
ther, heavenly and eterna God, this im-
maculate victim which your unworthy
servant offers to you, my living and true
God to atone for my numberless sins,
offenses and negligences." The New Mass
says: 'We offer this bread as the bread of
life." There is no mention of sacrifice or
victim. This text is vague and imprecise,
lendsitself to ambiguity and was meant to
be acceptable to Protestants. It is, how-
ever, unacceptable to the true Catholic
faith and doctrine. The substance has been
changed in favour of accommodation and
compromise.

Why do you appear to attach such
importance to the Latin Mass rather
than the vernacular Mass approved by
Vatican Coundil 11?

First the question of the Latin Massisa
secondary question under certain circum-
stances. But under another aspect it is a
very important question. It is important
because it is away to fix the word of our
faith, the Catholic dogmaand doctrines. It
isaway of not changing our faith because
in trandations affecting these Latin words,
one does not render exactly the truth of
our faith asit is expressed and embodied
in Latin.

It is indeed very dangerous because
little by little one can lose faith itself.
These trandations do not reflect the exact
words of the Consecration. These words
are changed in the vernacular.

Could you give me an example?

Yes. For instance, in the vernacular, it
issaid that "the Precious Blood isfor al."
When in the Latin text (even the latedt,
revised Latin text), the text says, "the

Precious Blood is for many" and not for
al. All is certainly different from many.
This is only a minor example that illus-
trates the inaccuracies of current tranda
tions.

Could you quote a translation,
which would actually contradict
Catholicdogma?

Yes. For example, in the Latin text,

the Virgin Mary is referred to as “Semper
Virgo," "
trandations, the word "adways' has been
deleted. Thisisvery serious because there
isagreat difference between "virgin" and
"dways virgin." It is most dangerous to

tamper with trandations of thiskind.

always Virgin.” In all the modern

Latin is dso important to keep the
unity of the Church because when one
travels - and people travel more and more
in foreign countries these days - it isim-
portant for them to find the same echoes
that they have heard from a priest a
home, whether in the United Sates,
South America, Europe or any other part
of the world. They are a& home in any
church. It istheir Catholic Mass, which is
being celebrated. They have always heard
the Latin words since childhood, their
parents before them, and their grandpar-
ents before them. It is an identifying mark
of their faith.

Now, when they go into a foreign
church, they don't understand a word.
Foreigners who come here don't under-
stand a word. What is the good of going

to a Mass in English, ltdian or Spanish
when no one can understand aword?

But wouldn't most of these people
understand Latin even less? What is
the difference?

The difference is that the Latin of the
Catholic Mass has aways been taught
through religious instruction since child-
hood. There have been numerous books
on the matter. It has been taught through-
out the, ages - it is not that difficult to
remember.

Latin isan exact expression, which has
been familiar to generations of Catholics.
Whenever Latin is found in another
Church, it immediately creates the proper
atmosphere for the worship of God. It is
the distinctive tongue of the Catholic
faith, which unites al the Catholics
throughout the world regardless of their
nationa tongue.

They are not disoriented or baffled.
They say: Thisis my Mass, it is the Mass
of my parents, it isthe Mass to follow, it
is the Mass of our Lord Jesus Chrisgt. It is
the eterna and unchanging Mass. There-
fore from the point of view of unity, it isa
very important symbolic link; it isamark
of identity for al Catholics.

But it isfar more serious than smply a
change of tongue. Under the spirit of Ecu-
menism, it is an attempt to create a rep-
prochement with the Protestants.

What proof do you have of this?

It is quite evident because there were
five [there were six] Protestants who as-
sisted in the reform of our Liturgy. The
archbishop of Cincinnati, who was pre-
sent during these deliberations, said that
not only these five Protestants were pre-
sent but aso they took a very active part
in the debates and participated directly in
the reform of our Liturgy.

W ho were these Protestants?
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They were Protestant ministers repre-
senting different Protestant denomina
tionswho were caled by Rome to partici-
pae in the reform of our Liturgy which
shows clearly that there was a purpose to
al this. They were Dr. George, Canon
Jasper, Dr. Sheperd, Dr. Smith, Dr. Ko-
neth and Dr. Thurian. Msgr. Bugnini did
not hide this purpose. He spelled it out
very clearly. He said, “We are going to
make an Ecumenicad Mass as we have
made an Ecumenica Bible."

All thisis very dangerous because it is
our faith that is attacked. When a Protes-
tant celebrates the same Mass as we do,
he interprets the text in a different way
because his faith is different. Therefore, it
is an ambiguous Mass. It is an equivoca
Mass. It isno longer a Catholic Mass.

FALSE ECUM ENISM

What Ecumenical Bible are you
referring to?

There is an Ecumenica Bible made
two or three years ago, which was recog-
nized by many bishops. | do not know
whether the Vatican publicly endorsed it,
but it certainly did not suppress it because
it is used in many dioceses. For instance,
two weeks ago, the Bishop of Fribourg in
Switzerland had Protestant pastors ex-
plaining this Ecumenica Bible to dl the
children of Catholic schools. These les
sons were the same for Catholics and
Protestants. And what has this Ecumenica
Bible to do with the Word of God?

Snce the Word of God cannot be
changed, dl this leads to more and more
confuson. When | think tha the
archbishop of Houston, Texas will not
alow Catholic children to be confirmed
unlessthey go with their parentsto follow
a 15-day instruction course from the loca
rabbi and the local Protestant minister.

If the parents refuse to send their chil-
dren to such instructions, they [the chil-
dren] cannot get confirmed. They have to

produce a signed certificate from the
rabbi and the Protestant minister that
both the parents and the children have
duly atended the instruction and only
then can they [the children] be confirmed
by the bishop.

These are the absurdities with which
we end up when we follow the liberal
road. Not only this, but now we are even
reaching the Buddhists and the Modems.
Many bishops were embarrassed when the
representative of the Pope wasreceived in
a shameful manner by the Modems re-
cently.

What happened?

| do not recal al the specific details,
but this incident happened in Tripoli,
Libya, where the representative of the
Pope wanted to pray with the Modems.
These Modems refused and went about
their separate ways and prayed in their
fashion, leaving the representative high
and dry, not knowing what to do. This
illustrates the naiveté of these libera
Catholics who feel that it is enough to
meet and tak with these Modems and for
them to accept immediately a compro-
mise of their own religion.

The mere fact of wanting to have a
close relationship with the Modems for
that purpose only attractsthe contempt of
the Modems toward us. It is a well-
known fact tha Modems will never
change anything of their religion; it is
absolutely out of the question.

If the Catholics come to equate our
religion with theirs, it only leadsto confu-
sion and contempt, which they take as an
attempt to discredit their religion and not
caring aout our religion. They are far
more respectful of anyone who says that,
“T am a Catholic; I cannot pray with you
because we do not have the same convic-
tions.” This person is more respected by
the Modems than the one who says that
al the religions are the same; tha we dll

believe the same things; we dl have the
same faith. They feel this person isinsult-
ing them.

But doesn’t the Koran display mov-
ing verses of praise toward Mary and
Jesus?

Idam accepts Jesus as a prophet and
has great respect for Mary, and this cer-
tainly places Islam nearer to our religion
than say, for instance, Judaism, which is
far more distant from us. Idam was born
in the 7th century and it has benefited to
some degree from the Christian teachings
of those days.

Judaism, on the other hand, isthe heir
to the system, which crucified our Lord.
And the members of this religion, who
have not converted to Christ, are those
who are radicaly opposed to our Lord
Jesus Christ. For them, there is no ques-
tion whatever of recognizing our Lord.

They are in oppostion to the very
foundation and existence of the Catholic
faith on this subject. However, we cannot
both be right. Either Jesus Christ is the
Son of God and the Lord and Saviour or
He is not. This is one case where there
cannot be the dightest compromise with-
out destroying the very foundation of
Catholic faith. Thisdoes not only apply to
religions, which are directly opposed to
the divinity of Jesus Christ as the Son of
God but also to religions, which, without
opposing Him, do not recognize Him, as
such.

Therefore you are very sure and
dogmatic on thispoint?

Completely dogmatic. For example,
the Modems have a very different way to
conceive God than we have. Their con-
ception of God is very materidistic. It is
not possible to say that their God is the
same as our God.

But isn't God the same God for all
the people of the world?
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Yes. | believe tha God is the same
God for the whole universe according to
the faith of the Catholic Church. But the
conception of God differs grealy from
religion to religion. Our Catholic faith is
the one and only true faith. If one does
not believe in it absolutely, one cannot
clam to be a Catholic. Our faith is the
one that in the world we cannot compro-
mise in any way. God as conceived by the
Modems says: "When God says to His
believers, 'When you go to paradise, you
will be a hundred times richer than you
are now on earth. This adso gppliesto the
number of wives that you have here on
earth'." This conception of God is hardly
what our Lord and Saviour is about.

PAPAL INFALLIBILITY

Why do you attach more impor-
tance to Pope &. Pius V than to Pope
Paul VI? After all, both are equally
Pope. Do you not accept the doctrine of
papal infallibility? Do you feel that
this doctrine applies more to one than
the other?

| feel tha on the side that Pope
S. Pius V wanted to engage his infdlibil-
ity because he used al the terms tha al
the popes traditiondly and generaly used
when they want to manifest their infali-
bility. On the other hand, Pope Paul VI
said himself that he didn't want to use his
infalibility.

When did he indicate that?

He indicated this by not pronouncing
his infdlibility on any matter of faith as
other popes have done throughout his-
tory. None of the decrees of Vatican Il
were issued with the weight of infalibil-
ity. Further, he has never engaged his
infalibility on the subject of the Mass. He
has never employed terms that have been
employed by Pope . Pius V when he
(Paul VI) decided to alow this new Mass
to be foisted on the faithful. | cannot com-
pare the two acts of promulgation because
they are completely different.

H as Pope Paul VI ever said that he
did not believe in papal infallibility?

No. He never actualy said this cate-
goricdly. But Pope Paul Vlisalibera and
he does not believe in the fixity of dog-
mas. He does not believe that a dogma
must remain unchanged forever. He is for
some evolution according to the wishes of
men. He isfor changes that are originated
by humanist and modernist sources. And
this is why he has so much trouble in fix-
ing atruth forever. In fact, heisloathe to
do so personadly and he is very ill a ease
whenever such cases have arisen. This
attitude reflects the spirit of modernism.
The Pope has never employed his infali-
bility in the matter of faith and mords to
date.

H as the Pope stated himself that he
wasa liberal or modernist?

Yes. The Pope has manifested this in
the council, which is not a Dogmatic
council. He has aso clearly stated so in his
encyclica caled Ecclesam Suam. He has
stated that his encyclicas would not de-
fine matters but he wished that they
would be accepted as advice and lead to a
didogue. In his Credo, he said that he did
not wish to employ his infdlibility, which
clearly showswhere hisleanings are.

Do you feel that his evolution to-
ward dialogue is what allows you not
to be in disagreement with the Pope?

Yes. From the libera standpoint they
should dlow this didogue. When the
Pope does not use his infalibility on the
subject of faith and moras, one is very
much freer to discuss his words and his
acts. From my point of view, | am bound
to oppose what has taken place because it
subverts the infalible teachings of the
popes over 2,000 years. | am, however,
not in favour of such didogues because
one cannot serioudy diadlogue about the
truth of the Catholic faith. So redly thisis
an inverted didogue, which is forced
upon me.
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What would happen if the Pope
suddenly utilized his infallibility to
order you to obey him? What would
you do?

In the measure where the Pope would
employ his infalibility as the successor of
S. Peter in a solemn manner, | believe
that the Holy Ghost would not alow the
Pope to be in error a this very moment.
Of course, | would heed the Pope then.

But if the Pope invoked his infalli-
bility to back the changes you so
strongly object to now, what would
your attitude be then?

The question does not even arise, be-
cause, fortunately, the Holy Ghost is d-
ways there and the Holy Ghost would
make sure that the Pope would not use his
infalibility for something that would be
contrary to the doctrine of the Catholic
Church. It is for this very reason that the
Pope does not employ his infalibility be-
cause the Holy Ghost would not alow
such changes to take place under the im-
primatur of infalibility.

But if this should come to pass?

It is inconceivable, but if it did, the
Church would cease to exist. That would
mean there would be no God, because
God would be contradicting Himself,
which isimpossible.

But isn't the fact that Pope Paul VI
occupies the seat of St. Peter enough
for you to heed whatever the pontiff as
the vicar of Christ on earth asks you to
do, just asother Catholics do?

Unfortunately, thisis an error. It isa
misconception of papa infdlibility be-
cause since the Council of Vatican |, when
the dogma of infalibility was proclaimed,
the Pope was aready infdlible. This was
not a sudden invention. Infalibility was
then far better understood than it is now
because it was well known then that the
Pope was not infdlible on everything un-
der the sun.



Interview with Archbishop Lefebvre

He was only infdlible in very specific
matters of faith and mords. At tha time,
many enemies of the Church did al they
could to ridicule this dogma and propa-
gate misconceptions. For example, the
enemies of the Church often said to the
unknowing and naive that if the Pope said
adog was acat, it was the duty of Catho-
lics blindly to accept this position without
any question.

Of course thiswas an absurd interpre-
tation and the Catholics knew that. This
time the same enemies of the Church,
now tha it serves their purpose, are
working very hard to have whatever the
Pope says accepted, without question, as
infdlible, dmost as if his words were ut-
tered by our Lord Jesus Christ himself.

This impression, adthough widely pro-
moted, isnevertheless utterly false.

Infalibility is extremely limited, only
bearing on very specific cases which Vati-
can | hasvery well defined and detailed. It
is not possible to say that whenever the
Pope speaks he is infdlible. The fact is
that the Pope is a liberd, that al this lib-
eral trend has taken place a the Council
of Vatican Il, and created a direction for
the destruction of the Church - a destruc-
tion which one expects to happen any
day.

After al of these liberad ideas have
been infiltrated into the seminaries, the
catechisms and dl the manifestations of
the Church, | am now being asked to align
myself with these liberal ideas. Because |
have not aigned myself with these libera
ideas that would destroy the Church,
there are atempts to suppress my semi-
naries. And it is for this reason tha | am
asked to stop ordaining priests.

Enormous pressure is being exerted
on me to dign myself and to accept this
orientation of destruction of the Church,
a path which | cannot follow. | do not
accept to be in contradiction with what
the popes have asserted for 20 centuries.

Both myself and those who support me
obey al the popes who have preceded us,
or we obey the present Pope. If we do
(obey the present Pope, i.e. Paul VI), we
then disobey all the popes that have pre-
ceded us. Finadly we end up disobeying
the Catholic faith and God.

OBEDIENCE TO THE POPE

But as the bishops (of old) obeyed
the popes of their days shouldn’'t you
obey the Pope of your day?

The bishops do not have to obey the
humanist orders that contradict Catholic
faith and doctrine as established by Jesus
Chrigt and al the various popes through-
out the centuries.

So then are you deliberately choos-
ing to disobey the present Pope?

It has been a soul-searching and painful
choice because events have redly made it
a choice of whom you disobey rather than
whom you obey. | am meaking this choice
without doubt or hesitation. | have chosen
to disobey the present Pope so that |
could be in communion with 262
(former) popes.

Your independence has been attrib-
uted by several observersto a tradition
of Gallicanism.
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On the contrary, I'm completely Ro-
man and not a al Galican. I'm for the
Pope as successor of &. Peter in Rome.
All we ak is that the Pope be, in fact,
S. Peter's successor, not the successor of
J.J. Rousseau, the Freemasons, the hu-
manists, the modernistsand (the) liberals.

Since you have said that these ideas
have been widely spread and accepted
throughout the world, including
within the Church, do you not consider
you are taking on too much? How do
you expect the Society of &. Pius X to
counteract such a trend against what
would appear overwhelming odds?

| trust our Lord the Saviour. The
priests of the Society of §. Pius X trust
our Lord and | have no doubt that God is
inspiring us dl. All those who fight for the
true faith have God's full support. Of
course, compared to the libera machine,
we are very smal. | could die tomorrow.
But God is dlowing me to live a little
longer so that | can help othersin fighting
for the true faith. It has happened before
in the Church. True Catholics had to
work for the survival of the faith under
generd opprobrium and persecution from
those who pretended to be Catholics. It is
asmal price to pay for being on the side
of Jesus Christ.

When did this happen?

It happened with the very first Pope.
S. Peter was leading the faithful in error
by his bad example of following Mosaic
Laws. &. Paul refused to obey this order
and led the opposition to it. Paul won out
and &. Peter rescinded hiserror.

In the fourth century. &. Athanasius
refused to obey Pope Liberiuss orders. At
that time, the Church had been infiltrated
by the ideas of the Arian heresy and the
Pope had been pressured to go dong-
with them. &. Athanasius led the opposi-
tion againgt this departure from Church
doctrine.
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He was atacked mercilessy by the
hierarchy. He was suspended. When he
refused to submit, he was excommuni-
cated. The opposition to the heresy finaly
built up momentum and a the death of
Pope Liberius, a new Pope occupied S.
Peter's seat and recognized the Church's
indebtedness to §. Athanasius. The ex-
communication was lifted. He was recog-
nized as a savior of the Church and canon-
ized.

In the seventh century, Pope Hon-
orius | favoured the heresy of Mono-
theletism - the propostion that Jesus
Chrigt did not possess a human will and
hence was not atrue man. Many Catholics
who knew the Church doctrines refused
to accept this and did everything they
could to stop the spread of thisheresy.

The Council of Constantinople con-
demned Honorius | in 681 and anathema-
tized him. There are many more exam-
ples of this nature when true Catholics
stood up againg apparent great odds, not
to destroy or change the Church but to
keep the true faith.

| do not consider the odds overwhelm-
ing. One of the maor aims of our society
isto ordain priests - red priests - so tha
the Secrifice of the Mass will continue; so
that catechisms will continue; so that the
Catholic faith will continue. Of course
some bishops attack and criticize us. Some
try to thwart our mission. But thisisonly
temporary because when al the seminar-
ieswill be empty — they are amost empty
now - what will the bishops do? Then
there will be no more priests.

THEPRIESTHOOD

Why do you think there will be no
more priests?

Because the seminaries of today are
not teaching anything about the making of
a priest; they teach libera psychology,
sociology, humanism, modernism and
many other sciences and semi sciences

that are either contrary to Catholic doc-
trine or have nothing whatever to do with
Church teachings or with what a priest
should know. As for Catholic teachings,
they are hardly being taught in today's
seminaries.

What is being taught in the semi-
nariestoday?

For instance, in aNew York seminary,
theology professors are teaching seminari-
ans tha, "Jesus did not necessarily see
what the result of His death on the Cross
would be;" that: "No oneis so thoroughly
consistent that he does not say something
that disagrees with what he said in the
past. This even applies to Jesus;" that,
"Joseph may have been the naturd father
of Christ;” and another professor teaches
that: "One psychiatrist recommends ex-
tramarita sexua relations as a cure for
impotence - | am open in thisarea and not

closed to possibilities.”

Are these statements documented
and on record?

Yes.

Have they been brought to the at-
tention of the hierarchy?

On numerous occasions,

Has the hierarchy made any at-
tempt to stop such similar teachings?

Not to my knowledge
FIRM IN THEFAITH
Do you ever feel alone and isolated?

How can | feel done when | am in
communion with 262 popes and the
whole of the Catholic faith? If you mean
alone among other bishops, the answer is
no. Hardly a day goes by that | (do not)
receive some communication from some
bishops, some priests, some laymen from
different parts of the world expressing
support and encouragement.

Why do they not come out publicly
and support you?
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As | have mentioned previoudy, many
feel that they want to keep their positions
in order to be in a postion to do some-
thing about it should the occasion arise.

Does your stand separate you fur-
ther from other Christian denomina-
tions?

Not a al. Only five days ago, some
Orthodox heads came to see me to ex-
presstheir support for our stand.

Why should they express support
when in fact you say that you are right
and theyareinerror?

It is precisely because my stand is un-
equivocd that they support me. Many
other Christian denominations have d-
ways looked a& Rome as something of a
stabilizing anchor in a tumultuous world.
W hatever happened, they felt, Rome was
awaysthere, eterna, unchanging.

This presence gave them comfort and
confidence.

Even more surprising are the lIsamic
leaders who have warmly congratulated
me on my stand even though they fully
know that | do not accept their religion.

Would not Christian charity try to
avoid solidifying differences and divi-
sionsthat could be healed?

Differences and divisions are part of
this world. The unity of the Church can
only be gained by example and unswerv-
ing commitment to our Catholic faith.
Charity startswith loyaty to one'sfaith.

What makes you believe that sig-
nificant humbers of Orthodox, Protes
tantsor Moslems support you?

Apat from direct, frequent contact
these people have made with me, there
was, for example, an extensive survey
conducted by a reputable newspaper in
Paris and they have surveyed members of
these various denominations. The result
was that far from finding our faith offen-
sive or threatening to them, they admired
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the unequivoca stand, which we are tak-
ing.

On the other hand, they show utter
contempt for dl those libera Catholics
who were trying to make a mishmash of
our Catholic faith aswell astheir religion.

Has not the Pope invited you to be
reconciled? Have you accepted this in-
vitation?

| requested to see the Pope last Au-
gust. The Pope refused unless | signed a
statement accepting unconditiondly all
the resolutions of Vatican II. | would very
much like to see the Pope, but | cannot
sign resolutions paving the way for the
destruction of the Church.

How can you be loyal to the Church
and disobedient to the Pope?

One must understand the meaning of
obedience and must distinguish between
blind obedience and the virtue of obedi-
ence. Indiscriminate obedience is actually
asin against the virtue of obedience.

So if we disobey in order to practice
the virtue of obedience rather than submit
to unlawful commands contrary to Catho-
lic mord teachings, al one hasto do isto
consult any Catholic theology books to
redize we are not sinning against the vir-
tue of obedience. €

Dear Friends and Benefactors,

This year, the Mission celebrates the
25th anniversary of its establishment in
India The foundation was made on 23rd
September 1986 in Tuticorin in the house
of Miss Josephine Caleb. The history of
the mission over the last 25 years has been
one of high adventure: great successes and
sad losses, rapid expansion and sow attri-
tion, munificent blessings and dashing
disappointments. Of late we have had

more blessings than disappointments: a
son of the parish, Fr. Therasian Xavier,
was ordained on 17th June in Winona and
celebrated his first Mass at Palayamkottai
on 9th July. Hisfirst posting will be a the
priory here. It is a grea blessing, but
please keep him in your prayers.

Indiais not an easy field of the aposto-
late. It is a unique place—a young coun-
try with an ancient, insular and tena
cioudy pagan culture. The number of
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Catholics has remained obstinately low at
2% of the population since the time of
S. Francis Xavier and there is no great
evangelisation in sight.

Indeed, since the implementation of
the ‘spirit of the Second Vatican Council’
in the Catholic Church, the need for evan-
gelisation is not really an issue anymore—
socid justice is al that matters. Last year,
for example, the priests a the priory
were invited to an ‘International Seminar
on Transgenders’ organised by a Jesuit
priest to promote awareness of the socid
injustice suffered by such unfortunates!

The Catholic faithful until now have
adhered to traditiond Catholic devotions
(the rosary, litanies, pilgrimages, fasting
etc.), but their meaning is sowly being
evacuated by the growing ignorance of
both faith and morals (just like the W est)
due to the neglect of Catholic education
by the clergy. When the average modern
Catholic is presented with the doctrine
and liturgy of traditional Catholicism, the
reaction is usualy one of bewildered in-
comprehension.

Our progressin the gpostolate is made
no easer by the success of U.N. and
World Bank sponsored government fam-
ily planning policies. Contraception, ster-
ilisation and abortion are widespread even
among Catholics (perhgps over 90% of
them). The new church rarely preaches
againgt artificia family planning and even
implies that unrestricted “Natural Family
Planning” is virtuous. Indeed, the anti-life
mentdity is now so much part of the cul-
ture in India that many of our own fami-
lies in tradition cannot imagine having
more than two or three children. In the
externa forum aone, the alarming conse-
quence of this low birth rate is tha some
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of our saellite Mass centres will smply
cease to exigt in 30 years unless there is a
change of culture.

In the face of these obstacles, our plan
is to grow organicadly by developing a
truly Catholic world around the priory,
school and orphanage a Palayamkottai.
Already it is a beacon for al our other
centres and for the loca Catholics and
clergy. Our mission is to make our chil-
dren strong Catholics before they are ex-
posed to the paganism and materiaism of
the outside world.

There isindeed much work to be done
and, asis dso traditional, there are never
enough labourers for the harvest. In India
there are three and a half SSPX priests and
two and a half helper priests (with an av-
erage age of 82) to look after 15 Mass
Centres spread over the area the size of
W estern Europel!

But Providence seems to approve of
our plan so far. Veritas Academy has been
granted legd recognition, and thanks to
you, our benefactors, we are about to
finish a splendid new boys’ dormitory and
study hall. On the girls’ side, the Consol-
ing Ssters have completed the founda
tions of a massive phase 2 of the girls’
orphanage (it will accommodate 50 or-
phans and perhaps 10 elderly).

Our future success, however, depends
more on our spiritua lives than on our
bank baances. Please continue to support
us with your prayers, for, unless we have
aspark of holinessin ourselves, we cannot
hope to enflame the hearts of our faithful.

Rev. Fr. Conraad Daniels, Rector of St. Bernard’s Novitiate describes the daily routine of

the perfect novice

Let us look through the window and
see what the life of amodel novice brother
isredly like...

There isabell that rings a 6am in the
morning. The model novice (who does
not exist in reaity because we al have
flaws of one sort or another) rises, washes,
dresses and goes to the chapel by 6:30am.
What? He does not even greet the others?
There is absolute silence! He will greet
God first. In the chapel the silence is bro-
ken by a chant in unison :
rium meum intende (O God make haste to

Deusin adjuto-

come unto my youth ...) After this morn-
ing office, or prayer, dl kneel down in
silence for haf an hour to converse most
intimately with God in silent meditation.
Then Holy Mass, the centre and heart of
the Novitiate and of the life of a Brother.
After the Holy Mass, ten more minutes of
thanksgiving, and, there goes tha bell
again. Tak? No! They will have their
breskfast in silence, followed by menia
tasks.

From 9am to 11:50am aspirants, pos-
tulants and novices have their classes with
10 minutes break between each class.
When can they talk? After the first class,
a 9:50! In these classes they will be taught
Church doctrine, the importance of the
spiritua life, the practice of virtues, the
history of the Church, acts of the Magiste-
rium (to make them aware of the present
terrible crisis within the church, Apostasy,
modernism etc.) the importance of the
true sacraments which bring savation of
many souls, the catechism and the mora
and discipline of the Church.

The professed Brothers do their as
signed duties at these times. When the
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bell rings a 12:10am, everybody goes to
the chapel for the divine office. Then fol-
lows, indeed for some the most awaited
part of the day - lunch. After lunch alittle
recreation. In silence? No, there is much
laughter ... and ... noise! 2:00pm that
bell again. Brother was about to finish off
his opponent a ping-pong with the most
awesome smash .... but, lo, the bell went
a tha moment and his bat stops in mid-
ar! The bal still flying, he puts down his
bat as if he never did play. A little siesta
now. Brother donkey, as &. Francis used
to cdl his own body, istired and needs a
little rest. Then a 2:30pm, everybody
will gather together for prayer before
work. The work continues until 4:00pm.
After that, at 4:15pm, is a “perfect joy,” as
Saint Francis says, because it is the time
for mirienda (tea time) until 4:30pm. At
5pm the bell rings again for a spiritua
conference or Gregorian chant practice.
After that isrosary or benediction or Sa
tions of the Cross depending on the day
following which he may remain in chapel
to offer his devotions, extra rosaries or
other private prayers. Then a 6:30pm,
dinner for al, followed by recreation
again (one noisy moment again) until
8:00pm when thereis study time.

At 8:45pm, the singing of Compline
closes the day. Compline is the Church’s
night prayers. After Compline there is the
grand silence for dl. Findly a 10:00pm,
lights off and off to deep.

May Brother watch televison? Abso-
lutely not! There is no televison in our
houses! Oh, | forgot, thereisone: It isthe
tabernacle, and Brothers love to look & it
and converse with our hidden Lord
therein! Q

It is a great joy for us to be able to
communicate to you good news about our
Philippine Missions. Our only sorrow is
that we are far too few for our huge task
of bringing Tradition back to the Philip-
pines, and though our resources in terms
of talent and sanctity fall far short of the
need, you are our consolation. In al
truth, our lacking of spiritua and materid
meansisin great part aleviated by having
you as part of our support crew, helping
us both spiritudly and materidly.

Here in the Philippines, Traditiona
Catholicsin Mindanao literaly jumped for
joy when Fr. Couture announced plans
for planting a new Priory on the big
Southern Idand in the early part of this
year 2011. This move had been contem-
plated for quite some time because it was
the next logica step to the restoration of
Catholic Tradition in the Philippines. The
origind Spanish Missionaries conceived
the Philippines in three broad geographi-
ca areas, the North consisting of Luzon
and its environs, the Middle consisting of
the Visayas, and the South consisting
chiefly in the Idand of Mindanao. Thus,
whereas the Society aready had a Priory
for the North in Manila, and one for the
Middle in lloilo, it made sense to establish
the third one in the Southern tier of the
Philippines.

The future Priory of &. Joseph will
serve 6 Missions regularly, 5 more once
or twice a month, and in addition will
pray and ponder on what to do for nearly
9 other villages that require our rea pres-
ence. Roughly 660 souls scattered
throughout our
